Englewood Comprehensive Plan 
Update:  This project will focus 
on updating Englewood’s 2003 
comprehensive plan. The revised 
plan will establish a vision for 
Englewood’s future and address 
topics such as land use, housing, 
parks and open space, business 
and employment, transportation,  
and sustainability. The plan will 
also include a set of strategies 
needed to implement the plan 
over time.

Englewood Light Rail Corridor 
Next Steps Study:  This is 
a follow-up to the original 

Englewood Light Rail Corridor 
Station Area Master Plan adopted 
in 2013. The Next Steps Study 
will investigate infrastructure 
alternatives for bicycle and 
pedestrian connections to the 
nearby light rail stations. It 
will also off er implementation 
strategies for att racting 
development to the corridor. 

Walk and Wheel Master 
Bicycle and Pedestrian Plan 
and Implementation Program: 
This project will build on the 
community-wide bicycle route 
signage program completed in 
2012. The project will identify 
Englewood’s top priority projects 
for making upgrades to the 
bicycle and pedestrian networks 
throughout the community.
