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It has been an honor to serve our community. 
Sustainable economic development and eff ective 
management of the City’s limited resources have 
been my top priorities during my last 7+ years 
of service. We have been hard at work to create 

an environment that fosters desirable growth, demands effi  ciency in our 
operations, and strives to improve the outside perception of our community 
so we can att ract new businesses and residents. Our new mission states: “To 
promote and ensure a high quality of life, economic vitality, and a uniquely 
desirable community identity.”

Englewood relies heavily on the sales and use taxes, generated by our local 
businesses, to help pay for the majority of the wonderful services that our 
residents deserve and have come to expect. Economic conditions have 
improved over the last few years but we still face signifi cant challenges. 
The 2013 and 2014 fi scal years marked banner accomplishments for the 
City as we actually ended both fi scal years with a surplus in the General 
Fund for the fi rst time since 2008. This year looks even bett er with all the 
economic activity in our community and the April 2015 Financial Report 
shows that year-to-date sales and use tax revenues are up over 13.1% 
year-to-date over 2014. We have also recently successfully completed some 
major restructuring of our organization that will make our operations more 
effi  cient and reduce costs to our community. Nevertheless, we still have 
many capital projects that have been deferred that need funding soon.
