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As part of its commitment to 
the environment, the City of 
Englewood recently installed 
photovoltaic solar panels atop 
several of its facilities. The panels 
went online in late October and 
are expected to produce roughly 
10 percent of the electricity needed 
for all City buildings. The overall 
system will provide 295,000 kwh 
of electricity, roughly enough to 
power 27 homes.

The photovoltaic panels were 
placed on the Civic Center, the 
Malley Center, the Police/Fire 
Complex, Jeff erson Fire Station, 
and a portion of the ServiCenter, 
which houses all streets and fl eet 
maintenance operations.

The solar installation is a 
collaborative eff ort between the 
City of Englewood and Ameresco, 
an energy services company 
specializing in energy conservation 
and alternative energies. There is 

no cost to the City of Englewood 
for installation or operation of the 
system. The City will pay only 
for the energy produced by the 
panels. Ameresco is responsible 
for operations and maintenance 
for the next 20 years and at the end 
of the 20-year contract, the City of 
Englewood will own the system 
and the continued energy cost 
savings. 

The installation of these panels 
is one step in the City’s overall 
energy conservation strategy. 
The City is partnering with the 
Governor’s Energy Offi  ce on 
additional measures. For details on 
additional environmental eff orts, 
please visit our website at www.

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The 2011 budget process has been fi nalized 
and adopted by City Council. There were 
many ideas that came forward from the City 
departments, the citizens of Englewood 
and from the boards and commissions. 
The objective set up by the Council when 

developing the budget was to retain programs, services, and employees. I 
believe this is a fi scally responsible budget; one that has answered citizen 
concerns, received tremendous cooperation from the various working 
groups within the city, and maintained the many services the citizens 
expect. Please remember that this budget is a work in progress and 
adjustments may need to be made with either an unexpected negative 
expenditure need or a positive revenue infl ux.

There is still a need for citizen input and involvement. There is always a 
need for citizen membership on the diff erent boards and commissions.  
See page three for information on the next round of board and 
commission appointments. 

As a citizen you have the right to speak at the City Council meetings 
on any concerns you might have, and I encourage you to get involved. 
You are also encouraged to communicate with your City Council 
representative about any concerns or ideas you may have. I encourage 
you to take part in the Council member’s district meetings; these are also 
posted on our website (www.englewoodgov.org). Stay involved and let 
the Council members know what you see is happening in the City of 
Englewood.

Program delivery and city services are always a top priority. The budget 
did make cuts on some of the programs and services off ered by the City 
of Englewood. Please contact your City Council member and let him or 
her know what programs and/or services you want the city to retain or 
cut back in the future. The city infrastructure is always a top line item 
for City Council. Englewood has always been a city that prides itself 
on well maintained streets, clean and available city buildings, and the 
many wonderful parks within the city limits. As a Council member it is a 
great selling point that the City of Englewood is a full service city whose 
services are made available to all Englewood residents.

• Make sure you have working 
fi re alarms and carbon monoxide 
alarms.

• If you use fuel-burning 
appliances, it is critically 
important to make sure the 
rooms are properly ventilated.

• Check holiday lighting 
requirements - it is a fi re hazard 
to overload electrical outlets.

• Inspect all lighting and extension 
cords; do not use them if the 
cords are damaged.

• Do not leave candles burning 
unatt ended. Keep fl ammables 
(decorations, wrapping paper, 
Christmas trees, etc.) away from 
open fl ames and heat sources 
such as fi replaces, space heaters, 
hot bulbs, candles, etc.).

• Use caution when installing 
outdoor holiday decorations. 
Wear appropriate shoes, look 
out for ice, be extra careful on 
ladders, and do not over-exert 
yourself.

Bicycle Safety Tips

Bicycles off er many opportunities 
for fun and exercise, and they 
are a green way of gett ing 
around. The Englewood Police 
Department would like to off er 
some reminders about bicycle 
safety. Please remember that 
bicycle riders who choose 
to ride on the public 
roadway must obey all 
traffi  c laws, just as if 
they were driving a 
car. Bicyclists may 
be stopped and 
issued citations for 
traffi  c violations just like vehicle 
drivers. These citations can carry 
expensive fi nes. Riding a bicycle 
while intoxicated carries similar 
penalties to drunk driving in a 
vehicle.  

Vehicle drivers are more likely 
to notice bicyclists and tend to 
be more courteous to bicyclists 
if the bicyclists obey traffi  c laws 
while travelling on roadways. If 

a bicycle lane is provided, you 
should be riding in the bike lane. 
Should you choose to ride your 
bicycle on a sidewalk, please note 

that pedestrians have the right-
of-way. If you are riding on 

the sidewalk and approach 
an intersection, you must 

dismount your bike to 
cross the street. If you 

ride in the street, you 
are not required 
to dismount 
when crossing an 

intersection. You 
are not required to wear a bicycle 
helmet; however wearing a helmet 
can decrease your chances of 
suff ering serious injury should 
there be an accident. 

Finally, it is important to have 
your bike regularly inspected and 
repaired by a professional bicycle 
mechanic. A well-maintained bike 
will ensure many hours of fun and 
healthy activities. 

Bond refi nance saves taxpayer dollars
The City of Englewood recently 
refi nanced bonds issued in 2001 
and 2002 to build Pirates Cove 
and make improvements to the 
Malley and Recreation Centers. 
The refi nance means a much 
lower interest rate, which will 
signifi cantly decrease the amount 
of money to repay the bonds.

It is impossible to calculate 
precisely how much the new rate 
will save each individual property 
owner in Englewood, but the total 
savings to citizens will be close 
to $500,000 over the term of the 
bonds.
